TIMELINE AND INTERVIEW PROCEDURES

· The School of Medicine will provide support for the cost of 10 – 12 interviews via the CUSBA mechanism; the cost assessed for participation is $200 per candidate

· You select from your own applicant pool the candidates who meet your acceptance criteria and forward copies of the application files to by  Monday, February 4, 2008.  Please send digital copies of the application rather than paper copies, if possible in the form of an Adobe file. If you send paper copies, please double side the application files and include only the formal application form, personal statement, transcripts in English, copies of the GRE and TOEFL scores, and references. The applications will be used by the interviewers.
· To save time and effort, we request that you directly notify the candidates at the same time, either by e-mail or letter, to contact our Admissions Office in China to schedule an on-site interview by delegates from the U.S. during the period of February 22-25, 2008  (We will send you a sample invitation e-mail that you can send to the students and to the Admissions Office in China. · Each student will be interviewed by two interviewers for approximately 20 minutes each.  Once the interviews are completed, the interviewers will write a combined summary report and recommendation for each of the applicants.  The reports will be faxed or emailed to you by Dr. Robert Yu during the week of March 16, 2008. 

· Once you have decided on the students you wish to accept, you should notify the students directly or through us by March 25, 2008.  The decision for accepting your offer by the students will be due by April 15, 2008, or your designated closing date.
